4th Grade Class (if applicable)

· Year long, introduction to ballroom dance skills. Curriculum includes merengue and cha cha basics, folk dances, and line dances. The focus is on FUN, students do not participate in team match, but do participate in the concert.

· If an extended day schedule: AM students—no teacher until 3:30pm, must leave the school until then

Level 1 and 2

· Year long, beginning and intermediate ballroom dance. Curriculum includes Merengue, Waltz, Cha Cha, Tango, and Swing. Focus is on a positive, recreational environment for students to learn ballroom dance and social skills. Each student is given the opportunity to participate in at least one Team Match (see below).

Expectation of Students

· Ballroom Standards (on the registration form)

· Come every time, on time—don’t back out on partner/team

· Parent note/email if absent—for safety!

· Shoes and Dress for class

· Soft, flexible shoe. No flip flops or boots. Wear shoes appropriate for team match (under “Team Match”).

· Clean, fast snack (eaten within 2 minutes) on ballroom days is highly recommended.

· BYU (National) March 9th  – only 8-10 schools per level that qualify will participate
· Times: TBA, usually 1 or 2 weeks before the event. Block out the whole day!

· Dress code: 

· Boys = dark colored pants, white button-down shirt, tie, black socks, black dress shoe or ballroom shoe

· Girls = black skirt to knee, plain white shirt, nylons or tan tights, dress shoe with strap across ankle and block heel not to exceed 1 ½ inches (no spike heels)

Team Match Rule:

· No outside ballroom—private lessons, teams, competitions, etc. If your student does, they have graduated from team match. Still invited to participate in class and concert.
